Is the
timing right to coax investors to open their
wallets and can the owner present a
convincing proposal to woo the funds needed?

Time to pay up? What will the new raft
of environmental legislation cost
shipping and when?

The deadlines for a number of measures that
will affect some of the basic cost parameters
for shipping are closing in. What do owners
face over the coming months and are they
proactive as regards their environmental
responsibilities? Our panel of speakers will
look at the issues from the technical,
commercial and philosophical points of
view, charting the time scales of when the
varying regulations will come in to force.
